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apparatus necessary for the preservation of the well or wells. Any materials,
tools, machinery, appliances, structures, and equipment, including casing in
or out of wells on the leased lands, shall become the property of the lessor
on expiration of the period of 90 days above referred to or such extension
thereof as mey be granted on account of adverse climatic conditions throughout
said period.

SEC., 7. Proceedings in cags of default.--If the lessee shall not comply
with any of the provisionn—E? The Aot or the regulations thereunder or make
default in the performance or observance of any of the terms, covenants, and
stipulations hereof and such default shall continue for a period of 30 days after
gservice of written notice thersof by the lessor, the lease may be canceled by
the Secretary of the Interior in accordance with section 31 of the Act, as amended,
and all materials, tools, machinery, appliances, structures, equipment and wells
ghall thereupon become the property of the lessor, except that if said lease
covers lands known to contain valuable deposits of oil or gas, the lease may be
canceled only by judicial proceedings in the manner provided in section 31 of the
Act; but this provision shall not be construed to prevent the exercise by the
lessor of any legal or equitable remedy whioch the lessor might otherwise have.

A waiver of any particular ceuse of forfeiture shall not prevent the cancelation
and forfeiture of this lease for any other cause of forfeiture, or for the same
cause occurring at any other time.

SEC., 8. Heirs and successors in jnterest.--It is further covenated and
agreed that each obligation Tereunder snhall extend to and be binding upon, and
every benefit hereof shall inure tq, the heirs, executors, administrators, successors,
or assigns of the respective parties hereto.

SEC, 9. Unlawful interest.--It is also further agreed that no lMember of, or
Delegate to, Congress, Or Resident Commissioner, after his election or appointment,
or either before or after he has qualified, and during his continuance in office,
end that nc officer, agent, or employee of the Department of the Interior, shall
be admitted to any share or part in this lease or derive any benefit that may arise
therefrom; and the provisions of section 3741 of the Revised Statutes of the United
States, and sections 11;, 115, and 116 of the Codification of the Penal laws of the

United States approved March L, 1909 (35 Stat. 1109), relating to contracts, enter
into and form a part of this lease so far as the same may be applicable.
