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(£) Statements, plats, and reports.—At such times and ia such form as the

lessor may prescribe, to furnish detailed statements showing the amounts and quality
of all products removed and sold from the lecase, the proceecs therefrom, and the
amounts used for production purposes or unavoidably lost; a plat showirg development
work and improvements on the leased lands and a report with respect to stockholders,
investment, depreciation, and costs.

(g) Well records.—To keep a daily drilling record, & log, and complete
information on all well surveys and tests {n form acccptable to or prescribed by the
lessor of all wells drilled on the leased lands, and an acceptable record of all
subsurface jnvestigations aflecting said lands, and to furnish them, or copiles

thersof to the lessor when reguired.

(h) lnsgection.——To kecp open at all reasonable times for the inspection of any
duly authorized officer of the Department, the leased premises and all wells,
improvements, machinery, and fixtures thereon and all books, accounts, maps, aund
records relative to operations and surveys or investigations on the leuased lands or
under the lease.

(1) Pnygpnts.-—Unless otherwise directed py the Secretary oI the Interior, to
make rental, royalty, or other payments to the lessor, to the order of the Treasurer
